GOVERNOR ANNOUNCES JUVENILE JUSTICE AND DELINQUENCY PREVENTION
PROGRAM GRANT AWARDS


Charleston – Governor Joe Manchin III announced today that he has awarded $679,655.00 in West Virginia Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (JJDP) Grant Funds to twenty-two (22) agencies statewide.  These funds are awarded to public and private non-profit agencies throughout the State for the purpose of preventing juvenile delinquency, rehabilitating juvenile offenders, and improving the juvenile justice system in West Virginia.
